· the time and location of the workshop to which the writer has been assigned.  
· Writers selected for the workshops are expected to print out and carefully read all the submissions (9 total) in the assigned workshop before coming to the conference. Each writer is expected to make written notations on the submissions and on the critique sheets. Each workshop participant will evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of the submissions with respect to: 
· clarity, 
· comprehensiveness, 
· creativity, 
· the presence or lack of a narrative thread, 
· vivid and concrete detail, 
· anecdotes, 
· metaphor, 
· scene setting, 
· dialogue and other literary devices used in writing the story.
